Tattoos

The Q-Switched Nd:YAG handpiece on Harmony*- uses
two discrete wavelengths to treat a broad range of tattoo
colors, including:

» Dark colors like black, blue and green with 1064-nm wavelength

» Brighter colors like red, orange and yellow with
532-nm wavelength

How it works

Tattoo ink and natural pigmentation like melanin absorb short pulse
duration/high peak energy Q-switched pulses so quickly that they

create a photo-acoustic effect within the pigment clusters. This effect

breaks down the ink into much smaller particles that can be more
easily removed by the body’s natural filtering system.

Tattoo removal typically requires six to eight or
more treatments, spaced approximately four

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Textural Improvements

Skin resurfacing, or laser peeling, is a popular
procedure for the controlled treatment of many
skin abnormalities attributed to age or photo-
damaged skin. This textural improvement can
be handled very precisely with the Er:YAG
handpiece on the Harmony*..

The specific tissue ablation and small zone of residual thermal
damage result in faster epithelialization following treatment of
rhytids, epidemal nevi, skin tags, verrucae, keratoses, acne scars,
leucoplasia and rhinophyma.

For a gentler treatment of acne scars, fine lines and wrinkles,
the 1320-nm Long-Pulse Nd:YAG laser handpiece achieves
deep penetration and selectively targets water in tissue to induce

neocollagenesis and to fill in fine structures.
